Television cuts into family time, harms our 
children’s ability to read and succeed in 
school, and contributes to unhealthy 
lifestyles and obesity. Here are just a few of 
the facts: 
 
    * On average, children in the US will 
spend more time in front of the television 
(1,023 hours) than in school this year (900 
hours). 
    * Forty percent of Americans frequently 
or always watch television during dinner. 
    * As US Surgeon General Dr. David 
Satcher said at the Kick Off of TV-Turnoff 
Week 2001, “We are raising the most 
overweight generation of youngsters in 
American history . . . This week is about 
saving lives.” 
 
Who Participates? 
Anyone and everyone. Millions of people all 
over the world have participated in TV-
Turnoff Week since it began in 1995. 
Children and adults, rich and poor - people 
from every background and all walks of life - 
take part through schools, churches, or 
community groups, as families or 
individuals.

Turning off the television gives us a chance to think, read, create, and do. To connect with our families 
and engage in our communities.

CONGO SQUARES 
  
2/3 C. BUTTER 
3 EGGS, BEATEN 
2 1/2 TSP. BAKING POWDER  
1/2 TSP. SALT 
1 (6-OZ.)PKG CHOCOLATE CHIPS  
1 LB. LIGHT BROWN SUGAR  
2 3/4 CUP SIFTED FLOUR 
1 CUP CHOPPED PECANS 
1 TSP. VANILLA  
  
Melt butter, add sugar and cool. Add beaten eggs and vanilla. Sift flour, baking powder and salt, add to mixture. 
Mix in nuts and chocolate chips. Bake in greased 13 1/2 inch pan for 25 to 30 minutes at 350º F. Cut into squares 
when slightly cooled.  
 
Makes approx. 3 dozen.
